Pick Up and Drop Off

Gates will open at 3:10pm for parents to collect children at 3:15pm from the Reception entrance in the KS1 playground.

[image: ]Key Learning - Maths
Match and Sort​: 
Find and match objects that are the same. Sort objects according to colour, size or shape.
Compare Amounts:
Use the vocabulary fewer, the same and more to compare groups of objects.
Compare Size, Mass and Capacity:
Compare and order objects according to their size using mathematical language.
Explore Pattern:
Copy, continue and create simple repeating patterns. Explore AB patterns in a range of contexts.
Recognising 123 by counting or subitising:
Identify representations of 1, 2 and 3. Match number names to numerals and quantities. Count up to 3 objects in different arrangements by touching. Mark make to represent 1, 2 and 3.
Composition of 1,2 and 3:
Explore and notice the different compositions of 2 and 3.
Compare 123:
Understand that as we count, each number is one more than the one before and as we count back, each number is one less than the one before. Make comparisons between groups of 1,2 and 3 objects.
Circles and Triangles:
Recognise shapes in everyday objects and the environment. Describe some properties of rectangles and squares. Recognise that circles have 1 curved side and triangles have 3 straight sides
Spatial Awareness:
Hear and begin to use positional language. Begin to represent real places in their maps, models and drawings.
Recognise a set of 4 objects by counting or subitising:
Identify representations of 4. Match number names to numerals and quantities. Count up to 4 objects in different arrangements by touching. Use mark making to represent 4. 
Recognise a set of 5 objects by counting or subitising: 
Identify representations of 5. Count up to 5 objects in different arrangements by touching. Mark make to represent 5.
Explore 1 more or 1 less than numbers to 5:
Understand the ‘one more than/one less than’ relationship between consecutive numbers.to 5. Compare groups of identical of objects using accurate mathematical vocabulary.
Rectangles and Squares:
Describe some properties of rectangles and squares. Recognise that squares and rectangles have 4 straight sides and 4 corners.
Time and Sequencing: 
Use time related vocabulary to talk about their day.

Key learning - Expressive arts and design
To explore, use, and refine a variety of artistic effects to express ideas and feelings. Develop storylines in pretend play. Listen attentively and sing in a group or on their own. Explore and engage in music making and dance.



Key Learning - Communication and language
· Engage in story times. 
· Learn new vocabulary. 
· Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important. 
· Answer ‘what’ questions related to a story.
· Articulate their ideas and thoughts in well-formed sentences.
· Engage in non-fiction books. 
· Use new vocabulary through the day.
· Ask questions to find out more and to check their understanding of what has been said to them. 
· Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction to develop a deep familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary. 
· Orally compose a question to ask visitors.  
· Learn rhymes, poems, and songs 
· Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding. 
Key Learning - Literacy
· Write their first name without a reference. 
· Spell words by identifying the sounds and then writing the sound with letter/s- write the correct initial sounds of words. 
· Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them.
· Orally plan a sentence for an adult to scribe. 
· Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences. 
· Sequence the main events in a story. 
· Retell the main events in a story. 
· Write the correct initial sounds of words / write CVC words using the sounds they have been taught.
· Read a few common exception words 
· Spell CVC words using taught sounds.
· Retell the main events from the story. 
· Read a few common exception words 
 



Key learning - Personal, social and emotional development
· Establishing school rules and routines.  
· To see themselves as a valuable individual.
· Manage their own needs, eating, toileting, handwashing and putting clothes on. 
· Express their feelings, consider the feelings of others, Identify and moderate their feelings.
· Build constructive and respectful relationships.
· Think about the perspectives of others.






Key learning – Understanding the world.
To talk about members of their immediate family and community; naming and describing them. To compare and contrast characters from stories, including figures from the past. To understand that some places are special to members of their community. To recognise that people have different beliefs and celebrate special times in different ways.



Key learning - Physical development 
· The different factors that support children’s overall health and wellbeing: regular physical activity, healthy eating, tooth brushing, sensible amounts of ‘screen time’, a good sleep routine and being a safe pedestrian. 
· Develop the skills they need to manage the school day: lining up and queuing for mealtimes.
· Refine movement skills: rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, running, hopping, combining movements with fluency. 
· Develop their small motor skills.
